Pangolins are among the most trafficked and least understood 
mammals on Earth. To address this challenge, CARN established the 
Bochco Pangolin Conservation Grant to support graduate students 
and early-career African scientists conducting innovative, field-based 
research on pangolin conservation. The program is designed to help 
close the critical knowledge and funding gaps that stand between 
these remarkable animals and their survival.

Eligibility
• Applicants must be residents of a relevant African country
• Projects must focus on at least one of the four African pangolin 

species: White-bellied pangolin (Phataginus tricuspis), Giant 
pangolin (Smutsia gigantea), Black-bellied pangolin (Phataginus 
tetradactyla), and Ground pangolin (Smutsia temminckii)

• Applicants must be enrolled graduate students or early-career 
professionals (within five years of their degree)

• Projects emphasizing field-based conservation research will be 
prioritized

• Grants up to 10,000 USD
